At approximately 10:20 a.m. this morning, I handed Amelia a note addressed in your name, reminding you that “retreats” are governed by the Brown Act and that the California Attorney General has stated such explicitly in a written and online publication of this position (see http://caag.state.ca.us/publications/2003_Main_BrownAct.pdf), to be found at the top of page 10 in the main body of the text.  The exact words to be found there are, “Therefore, retreats continue to be subject to the open meeting and notice requirements of the Act.”
As required by the act, all such meetings require posted notice at least 72 hours ahead of time.  Between the hour of 11:00 a.m. and 12 p.m. this morning, someone from your office posted a notice of an Associated Student Director retreat to be held at UCLA’s James West Alumni Center on Friday, January 13, from 10:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  Unfortunately, this notice fails to comply with the 72 hour requirement and thus this scheduled retreat is illegal under the provisions of the Brown Act.

I ask that you please rectify this situation.  Additionally, I request that you please either e-mail me (longwing@adelphia.net) or call me (310-902-1603) to notify me when a proper time and place has been determined for such a retreat, as I wish to attend.  Thanks so much.
