continuing club installation
Any currently installed club choosing to continue with full rights and recognition in the following semester (i.e. from fall to spring, or spring to fall) must:

1) Record minutes of such a decision by a vote of their club’s membership before the end of the concluding semester

2) Elect three officers before the end of the concluding semester to represent the club in the following semester (in accordance with ICC Constitution Article II, Section 3 [2], stating that “there shall be three [3] designated representatives from each club…”).
3) Submit a copy of the above minutes to the office of Associated Students before the end of the concluding semester.

4) Clubs meeting the foregoing requirements are automatically installed at the outset of the new semester with the following requirements:
a) Within one month after the beginning of the new semester, the continuing club must submit a roster of at least six club members (including three officers) with current A.S. stickers.  Failure to meet this requirement will result in the dissolution of the club and the requirement that it be treated as a new club if it seeks to re-form.
b) At least one representative must attend an ICC orientation within the first month of the new semester.  If the club desires other officers or members to be authorized representatives of the club, those individuals must first attend an ICC orientation. Only members who have attended an orientation may represent the club at official meetings or transact business on its behalf in the office of Associated Students.

Rollover of club funds

Any club installed in the fall semester that wishes to rollover its ICC allotment (or whatever unspent portion remains) into the spring semester must:

1) Record minutes of a vote by their club’s membership before the end of the fall semester of their intention to continue as a club in the spring.

2) Submit a copy of the foregoing minutes to the office of Associated Students before the end of the fall semester.
